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We at NHK would like to sincerely apologize for a computer
animation clip posted on our Twitter account. The clip was part of a
segment in the program “Kore-de-wakatta Sekai-no-ima” broadcast
on Sunday, June 7™,

The 26-minute segment reported that the protests in the U.S. were
triggered by the death of George Floyd after he was pinned to the
ground by a white police officer. It also reported the background on
how many people are angered by the case, handling of the matter
by the Trump administration and criticism against it, as well as
division in American society.

The one-minute-21-second clip aimed to show the hardships, such
as economic disparity, that many African Americans in the U.S.
suffer.

However, we have decided to take the clip offline after receiving
criticism from viewers that it did not correctly express the realities of
the problem.

We regret lacking proper consideration in carrying the clip, and
apologize to everyone who was offended.
